Shoes & Specifications of Club & Ball 
• Players must not wear the following shoes. 

• Traditional spikes having single or multiple points designed to penetrate deeply into the surface of the ground, 

regardless of material. 

• Spikes of any design that are entirely or partially made of metal, if such metal may come in contact with the
